
Job-related units in the second language classrooms - Overview
These resources include 3 sessions each expected to last roughly three hours. Each session focuses on functional grammar and vocabulary related to the job field. As our DELFI shared philosophy says, the materials aim at preparing learners for copying with the linguistic demands of a real workplace. 

The materials were aimed at our learners’ levels, who generally have  competencies ranging from  A2 to B1 of the CEFR. 

Session 1, ‘Job overview’, introduces language specific to the job world such as professions and skills. In this session grammar focuses on word-formation introducing the basics of the language morphology. These activities are conceived to enable learners to consider their strengths, sk[image: image1.jpg]DELFI



ills and abilities and to express these in Italian. 

Session 2 ‘ CV and Cover letters’ as well as introducing the language needed when writing a cover letter, the material focuses on the structure of a well-written cover letter and its structure. Job advertisements in the Extra Materials handout taken from the Internet can be used to get learners writing cover letters like a real work-related situation. 

Session 3, ‘Interview and polite forms’ introduces the useful vocabulary needed when dealing with an interview. This unit is mostly based on Italian structure, for this reason activities were not translated into English but a similar Session can be written taking into account the difference between formal and informal which may not be clear for A2-B1 learners.
