Abstrakt

Avhandlingen Pedagogiska representationer av ondska i forskolan: en intervjustudie och en
barnboksstudie undersoker vilket utrymme och mening ondska, definierad som grymhet och
lidande, kan ha i forskolans pedagogiska verksamhet. Avhandlingen bestar av tva delstudier
som béda forankras i en hermeneutisk kunskapssyn. Intervjustudien &r forlagd till ett praktiskt
och socialt sammanhang och bygger pé kvalitativa intervjuer med forskolepedagoger. Deras
berédttelser om hur de forestiller sig ondska och hur de hanterar uttryck for grymhet och lidande
i sin praktik analyseras genom Klaus Mollenhauers teori om pedagogisk presentation och
representation. Barnboksstudien orienterar sig mot en symbolisk vérld och individuellt
meningsskapande. Analysen av hur ondska representeras i ett urval barnbdcker gors med stdd i
Fred C. Alfords existentiella teori om ondska och Bruno Bettelheims arbete om sagans
betydelse for barns meningsskapande. Resultaten visar att de intervjuade pedagogerna undviker
begreppet ondska och i stéillet omtolkar svara erfarenheter i termer av trygghet, empati och
virdegrund, med syftet att skapa distans och skydd for barnen. Pa s sitt anser de sig skydda
barn fran dvervildigande erfarenheter samtidigt som de skapar ingangar till varlden som baseras
pa trygghet, empati och gemenskap. De analyserade barnbdckerna representerar ddremot
ondska genom symboler och narrativ — sdsom en fientlig vérld, moraliska grazoner och ddéden
— och Oppnar ddrigenom for existentiella reflektioner och meningsskapande. Avhandlingen
visar hur pedagogiska representationer av ondska till sin natur &r indirekta och ror sig 1
spanningen mellan skydd och kunskapsformedling. Den visar att begreppet ondska, trots att det
ofta saknas 1 pedagogiska diskurser, kan fungera som en viktig ingang for att hjélpa barn skapa
mening i méten med grymhet och lidande.
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The culturally and linguistically diverse Swedish
preschool: unravelling conceptualisations and
policy processes

Abstrakt

In recent years, increasing cultural and linguistic diversity in Sweden has significantly affected
early childhood education and care (ECEC) that must adapt, reframe, and develop new
educational approaches to fulfil its mission toward democracy, citizenship, and equity. This
thesis aims to gain a deeper understanding of how Swedish ECEC policy conceptualises and
addresses cultural and linguistic diversity across national and local levels, how these
conceptualisations evolved over time, and how different institutional actors interpret and
enact these policies in their professional practice.

The empirical data consist of qualitative semi-structured interviews with national policy actors
and preschool principals, as well as review and analysis of diversity policy documents across
national and local institutional levels. The research examines how diversity is conceptualised,
interpreted, and enacted in Swedish ECEC settings by using an interculturality lens, policy
analysis, language-orientations and equity leadership as theoretical frameworks.

The results indicate that diversity in Swedish ECEC policy is characterised by dynamic,
relational understandings embedded in intercultural narratives. The thesis demonstrates a
consensus and a policy shift towards prioritising Swedish language development for children’s
future educational, social, and economic opportunities. Multilingualism has been historically
portrayed positively in policy discourse, and the findings identify its multifaceted nature, but
also a trend towards making multilingual support conditional upon children’s Swedish language
development. At the local level, the thesis examine principals’ perceptions of the interplay of
socioeconomic factors and contextual conditions in diversity policy enactment in highly diverse
preschools. Recruitment difficulties for qualified staff, communication and attendance barriers
create constraints with implications for educational equity. It reveals how principals respond
to these by developing equity-oriented leadership practices to recontextualise policy
frameworks to their local realities. In doing so, it provides a framework for understanding
trust-building and cultural navigation processes.

In synthesizing the findings, the thesis contributes to understanding how Swedish ECEC policy
has expanded preschool’s role beyond care to school preparation, integration, prevention of
societal challenges, and democratic value formation, with implications for diversity policy and
social cohesion. It offers a novel perspective on the relationship between national policy
actors’ knowledge production, evolving diversity frameworks, and equity-oriented leadership
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practices in diverse settings. The thesis highlights the need for more comprehensive policy
initiatives and political attention to the complexities placed on ECEC institutions in diverse
preschools. It argues that achieving equity in preschools requires sustained,coordinated effort
and structural support that extend beyond issues of increased participation or language
development alone.
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Interaction and language use in monolingual and
multilingual preschool language environments

Abstrakt

Many factors influence the language environment in preschool, for example, the language
background and competence of the teachers, children's ages, language proficiency levels and
language backgrounds, the access to play and learning materials and the composition of
preschool groups. There is a lack of knowledge on how various aspects of the interactive
language environment in preschool relate to children’s language use and language learning. To
shed some light on these processes and begin to fill the knowledge gap on how different
language environments create various conditions for children’s language learning in preschool,
the present thesis includes studies on various aspects of teachers’ and children’s interactional
practices.

The aim of the thesis is to highlight variation in preschoolers’ and teachers’ interaction and
language use in monolingual and multilingual preschools in Sweden. The following research
questions have guided the analysis: What characterizes children's and teachers’ verbal and
embodied interaction and language use in preschools with monolingual and multilingual
children? How do teachers’ and children’s interaction and language use contribute to the
preschool language environment, and what does this signify for multilingual children's
opportunities to acquire the language of education?

The study builds on video ethnographic data. Teachers and children from eight preschool units
situated in both monolingual areas with high socioeconomic status and multilingual areas with
low socioeconomic status participate. The data collection took place during nine months, and
each group of teachers and children were video recorded on several occasions during ordinary
preschool activities such as play, mealtimes, teaching and storybook-reading. The video
recorded data was transcribed and analyzed drawing on Conversation analysis. As a
complement to the video data, the participating children’s language production and language
comprehension were assessed using The New Reynell Developmental Language Scales
(NRDLS, Swedish version) and nonsense words. Furthermore, for paper 3 and 4, the
transcriptions were also analyzed linguistically regarding word types, word tokens and
decontextualized turns.

The findings show that children use code-switching and crossing as interactional resources.
Children are multilingual policy agents who create their own social and linguistic norms
through multilingual practices, and they sometimes choose an 13 alternative language as lingua
franca in preschool (in this case English). Children’s play in both areas are characterized by

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interaction, joy, community, and joint attention, which create rich and stimulating social
environments. However, children’s use of vocabulary differs between the areas, including both
qualitative aspects (e.g. the use of technical words and decontextualized turns), and quantitative
aspects (e.g. word tokens and word types used). The vocabulary which children expose each
other to during peer play talk is shaped and conditioned by their knowledge of the preschool
lingua franca, in this case Swedish. L2 children in the multilingual preschools lack access to
play with L1 speakers of the language of education, and their peer play talk is restricted by a
joint low proficiency in Swedish. L1 children in monolingual preschools lack access to play
with multilingual peer models.

The findings also show that when children are allowed to take initiatives and act on their topics
of interest during language teaching sessions, opportunities for concept development, abstract
thinking, cooperation and compromise arise. The preschool language teaching practices need
to be both dynamic and flexible in relation to children’s language backgrounds and their use of
various language resources. A challenge arises when teachers and children have limited access
to a lingua franca during language teaching. However, it is the role of the teacher to use a rich
and varied language and to act responsively, and both follow and extend children’s
contributions. Teacher's use of SSS might contribute to a language conducive context for
children with special needs, but there is a risk that teachers’ focus on performance of SSS might
constrain their ability to act in reciprocal and communicatively responsive ways. Teachers’ use
of SSS therefore needs to be related to fundamental aspects of high-quality language interaction.

The study concludes that children make strategic choices regarding which language to use in
different contexts. All children have the right to participate, not only in socially rich and
engaging play, but also in language conducive play where they can use and develop the
curricular target languages (Swedish and children’s various L1). When children are unable to
act as sources of rich input to each other, their teachers need to verbally support and enrich their
play. Such support includes knowledge and use of a rich and diverse lexicon, advanced grammar
and decontextualized language. Since teacher responsivity is significant, training preschool
teachers how to improve their responsively oriented interactions with children might be a
productive way of promoting the language learning environment of both monolingual and
multilingual preschools.

Abstrakt
Bakgrund

Denna avhandling handlar om vardnadshavares delaktighet i forskolan. Vardnadshavare har rétt
till att vara delaktiga i sitt barns utbildning. Forskolan och forskolldrare har ansvar for att
delaktighet fraimjas och mdjliggors. Denna delaktighet ar dock villkorad.

Syfte

Avhandlingens huvudsakliga syfte ér att undersoka vardnadshavares delaktighet i forskolan och
dérigenom bidra med kunskap om hur denna delaktighet formar forskolan som en métesplats
for individ och samhille. Dérutéver syftar avhandlingen till att undersdka vdrdnadshavares
delaktighet relaterat till forskolldraruppdraget.

Metod

Fokusgruppsamtal, individuella intervjuer, deltagande observationer samt dokumentanalys
anvinds som metod.

Resultat

Vardnadshavares delaktighet 1 forskolan visar sig ndr pedagogisk dokumentationspraktik,
undervisning, utvecklingssamtal samt utvéirderingsarbete anvinds som
kommunikationsverktyg och en motesplats for att frdmja kontinuerlig dialog med
virdnadshavare. Vardnadshavare har olika upplevelser av delaktighet i forskolan, de finner
valfritt att delta 1 beslutsfattande. De vill ha en personlig relation, vara delaktiga men ndjer sig
med att bli informerade. For att mojliggora att vardnadshavare upplever sig delaktiga behovs
att forskolldrare &r 1 dialog med virdnadshavare om hur delaktighet kan forstas utifran deras
specifika sammanhang. Virdnadshavares delaktighet i termer av demokrati paverkas av olika
omstdndigheter. En sdidan omsténdighet dr att forskolldrare behover tydliggora samarbete samt
samtala om forskolans utbildning och undervisning. Forskolldrares arbete med pedagogisk
dokumentation, undervisning, utvecklingssamtal samt utvédrderingsarbete kan dirigenom
frimja att barn och vardnadshavare kdnner engagemang och mojlighet att péverka sitt
sammanhang, och dérigenom ocksd vérldens utveckling. En annan omstdndighet ar att
vardnadshavare vill vara delaktiga utifrdn sina egna fOrutséttningar och dérigenom kénna sig
som mer dn just vardnadshavare pa forskolan. Vardnadshavare litar pd forskolldrarens och

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arbetslagets kompetens, det racker med att 4 information, kunna vilja att delta i beslut och
darigenom paverka — de visar tillit till férskolan.

Slutsatser

Delaktighet i forskolan behover synliggoras. Forskolldrare har dérfor orsak att ha dialog med
vardnadshavare om hur delaktighet kan forstas 1 specifika kontexter, utifrdn individuella
forutsattningar. Forskolldrares kompetens géllande kontinuerlig dialog dr ddarmed viktig.
Genom kontinuerlig dialog kan fler berittelser ta plats i forskolan och dérigenom frémja social
hallbarhet. Men, utrymme for fler beréttelser kraver tid. Forskolan behdver reflektera 6ver och
ta stéllning till hur den tid som finns till forfogande ska forvaltas. Forskollarare behdver ha ett
kritiskt forhallningssitt gentemot sin egen paverkan, forskolans rutiner och arbetssitt for att
mdjliggora vardnadshavares delaktighet. Syfte med rutiner och arbetssétt maste som helhet
problematiseras. Pedagogisk dokumentation, undervisning, utvecklingssamtal samt
utvdrderingsarbete kan fungera som en delaktighetsbrygga mellan hemmet och forskolan.
Forskolan frdmjar ddrmed sin roll som en demokratisk motesplats i samhéllet.
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Playful reading: fostering parent-infant
interaction and communication through
interactive shared reading

Abstrakt

Shared reading is associated with benefits for language development and parent-child emotional
connection. This thesis examines interactive shared reading, including full-term and preterm
infants, focusing on parenting practices, parent-infant interaction, and communication. Four
studies were conducted using methodological pluralism.

Study I, a two-part feasibility study, developed and evaluated an interactive shared reading
intervention for preverbal infants. Subjects included 11 dyads randomly selected from a larger
sample. Part one was descriptive, using interviews to establish feasibility. Caregivers described
changes in reading behaviors and infant responses. Part two included a within-subject pretest-
posttest intervention design to explore gains in cognitive and language abilities. Some
improvements in language were observed; no changes were found in cognitive development.

Study I was a quasi-experimental study with between-group and within-group comparisons, as
well as comparisons to standard scores. An extended intervention group (n = 11), receiving
more sessions, was randomly selected from treatment-as-usual (TAU). The extended group was
compared to the TAU group (n = 77). No significant between-group differences in language
were found. Both groups improved in symbolic language post-intervention compared to
standard scores; effect size analysis favored the extended intervention. Within-group analysis
indicated gains in symbolic language for TAU.

Study III used a qualitative design to explore parents’ experiences of the reading intervention
one year post-intervention. The 11 caregivers from previous studies were interviewed, and
responses were analyzed using reflexive thematic analysis with a descriptive inductive
approach. Two main themes emerged: playful reading and discovering my baby’s way of
communicating, each with two subthemes. Reading together was described as enjoyable, and
parents reported becoming more attuned to their infant.

Study IV introduced the intervention to three parents and their preterm children in a convergent
mixed-methods study, combining a single-subject A-B design with time delay and a semi-
structured interview. Findings suggest that interactive shared reading can foster communication
and mutual interactions.

Den hér avhandlingen utforskar vad undervisning kan bli i forskola. I avhandlingen utgér jag
frén ett nyfiket utforskande fOr att forstd undervisning utifran forskolepraktikens premisser dér
pedagogiska relationer dr centrala. Det innebdr specifikt att undervisning utforskas med
forskolevardagen som utgangspunkt. Det Gvergripande syftet med avhandlingen ar att bidra
med kunskap om vad undervisning kan bli i forskola utifrdn en multietnografisk studie.
Avhandlingen grundas pa tre artiklar och en kappa. Tva av artiklarna grundas pé empiriska
studier genomforda i forskola med en videokamera som verktyg for att generera empiri.
Avhandlingens tredje artikel drivs av ett teoretisk tinkande om yngre barns utbildning i
forskola.

Med anknytning till Kansanens pedagogiska nivaer, bidrar avhandlingen med kunskap om
undervisning i forskola som innehar en rorelse mellan 1) aktionssprak 2) teoretiskt sprak och
3) meta-teoretiskt sprak och metodologiskt analyssprak. Kappan drivs av en Overgripande
forskningsfraga som besvaras genom en rorelse mellan Kansanens pedagogiska nivéer vilket
erbjuder ytterligare bidrag genom begreppet didaktiskt flersprakande. Undervisning i forskola
savil 1 praktik som i teori kan vara bade 1 takt och otakt och inkludera pedagoger, barn och
objekt/innehdll och kan vara mycket mer &n att hitta verktyg for att méta kunskap.

Abstrakt

The overarching aim of the thesis is to contribute in-depth knowledge regarding psychosocial
well-being of preschool educators and special needs educators (SNEs) in relation to their work
with children in need of special support (CINSS) in preschool settings. This aim includes
developing measurement instruments applicable to the study and enhancing understanding of
the perception of special educational group supervision (SEGS) as a potential support resource.
The theoretical framework draws on the concept of salutogenesis, including the Work-related
Sense of Coherence (Work-SoC), as well as the Job Demands-Resources (JD-R) theory. Four
studies were conducted. The research design is a cross-sectional study employing two web-
based surveys as the method of data collection. Through a multi-stage sampling process, a total
of 90 preschool educators comprising 65 preschool teachers and 25 child carers from 34
randomly selected municipalities in Sweden responded to the voluntary survey directed at
preschool educators. Additionally, 42 SNEs from 25 municipalities completed the survey aimed
at SNEs. Empirical data collected through these questionnaires were analysed using descriptive
statistics (Studies [-IV), inferential statistics (Studies I-III), and directed content analysis
(Study IV).

The overarching findings indicate that both SNEs and preschool educators generally report a
high Work-SoC, which is positively associated with job resources and negatively with job
demands. Perceived control and social support emerged as particularly important resources.
Interprofessional collaboration, especially for SNEs, was linked to enhanced personal
development and reduced job demands. Contextual factors such as group size and reflection
time varied but did not significantly predict perceived job demands when Work-SoC and job
resources were considered. SEGS was perceived as supportive and meaningful, though
discrepancies between expectations and experiences suggest potential for further development.
Overall, the findings highlight the relevance of the theoretical framework in understanding
well-being in preschool settings.

This thesis underscores the importance of Work-SoC (comprehensibility, manageability, and
meaningfulness), perceived control, and social support in reducing job demands and promoting
well-being among preschool professionals in working with CINSS. It also highlights the
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potential of structured SEGS as supportive resource, although further development is needed to
align practice with participants’ experiences.

I den svenska samhiéllsdebatten finns idag ett stort fokus pa barns sprakut-veckling, redan i
forskolan, dir det podngteras att alla ska behirska majoritets-spraket. Fran framst politiskt hall
foresprakas aktiviteter som hoglasning och boksamtal for att framja sprakutvecklingen.

This study explores preschool teachers’ perspectives on child-initiated touch in early childhood
educational settings in Sweden. Touch is an inevitable and integral part of everyday life in early
childhood, where itis important for development, care, and the formation of trusting social
relationships. While prior research has predominantly examined adult—child touch, limited
attention has been given to teachers’ perspectives on child-initiated touch. This study uses an
elicitation interview method aiming to examine preschool teachers’ notions concerning the
functions and purposes served by child—educator and children’s peer group touch episodes in
preschools in Sweden. The data consist of interviews with 15 educators, analysed using
thematic discourse analysis. The findings show that children’s touch is seen as a flexible tool
used to communicate different needs, establish independence, set boundaries, and affirm social

Although there are often calls for teachers to gain professional digital competency so they can
provide appropriate experiences to the coming generations, there have been few insights about
what knowledge and skills are needed by early childhood teachers, especially when engaging
children with mathematics. In this article, the six areas of professional digital competency,
outlined in the European Framework for the Digital Competence of Educators, are used to frame
a discussion about the skills and knowledge that teachers, working in early childhood centres,
need for working in early childhood centres. Our focus is on teachers working with a social
policy pedagogical approach, which is based on children’s own interests and play, as is the case
in Norway. Using research articles as a basis, suggestions are offered about how to redefine the
six areas for early childhood teachers. These suggestions are predominantly aimed at teacher
educators who design courses to introduce preservice and in service teachers to integrate digital
technologies into their work with mathematics for young children. Suggestions are also made
about the kind of research which is needed that could contribute valuable information to future
discussions and support the further development of teacher education courses.

Previous research has shown that treating children’s literature as a source of inspiration for
creativity or as aesthetic texts is seldom prioritized during read-alouds in early childhood
education and care (ECEC). Therefore, this study aimed to examine ECEC teachers’ views on
incorporating aesthetic approaches into read-alouds. It focused on what benefits and challenges
teachers perceive when employing aesthetic approaches during read-alouds. Six teachers,
mostly working with six-year-olds, participated in the study. They received in-service training and
took part in recurring group interviews about their implementation of aesthetic approaches.
Thematic data analysis revealed that the teachers held positive views about aesthetic
approaches, finding them enriching. However, balancing preplanned goals, in-the-moment
contributions, and diverse needs was challenging. Since teachers rarely emphasized the literary
elements of books, further research should explore these aspects in ECEC settings.
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
