	Using Films in the ESOL Classroom

Skills and roles

	Topic:
	Identifying skills and exploring the roles within film making

	Level:
	Proficient User C1 and C2 (CEFR)

	Aim(s):
	To identify skills for the roles within film-making
To identify personal skills/abilities

	Skill(s):
	Reading, writing, speaking & listening

	Approximate Timing:


	Approximately 120 minutes

	Materials / preparation: 
	Resource 1 – enlarge words and their definitions, print out on card.  Make sure there are enough sets for the number of pairs or groups you will have.

Make copies of the worksheets for each learner.
Whiteboard / whiteboard pens (different colours and enough for one each per participant).

Camcorder / Tripod / Digital camera & any other equipment you will be using for the film making.



Teacher’s Instructions:

1. Warm up – Divide the learners into pairs / groups of 3 and provide cards from Resource 1.  Ask learners to match these as quickly as they can.  Allow them to discuss the words and their meaning in pairs.  Monitor for any difficulties.  It is important to take the cards back in before the next activity.
2. Skills and Qualities Quiz.

Hand out worksheet 1 and facilitate the quiz.  Participants should work in pairs for this.  The words to read out are:  organisational skills, communication skills, interpersonal skills, negotiation skills, creative, patience, accuracy, decisive.

For number 6 on the worksheet, learners share their list with their partner.  The partner can suggest more skills or qualities. Assistance with vocabulary may be required.

3. Use whiteboard (or flip chart sheets) to recap ideas for the idea which won the most votes for the choice of film last session and ask the two groups to discuss their ideas.

4. Tell the participants that they are going to take turns to try out the equipment - camera and tripod, whilst the others continue planning either using the storyboards or by making lists.  Ask them to think of the roles and exactly what needs to be done to create their film.  Give out worksheet 2 for pointers.  Monitor the discussions and identify any language difficulties and either support or note for future sessions.
5. Ask whether anyone has heard of action planning using SMART?  If not, write the initials on the board and elicit what each letter might stand for.

Make a large table on the whiteboard, using the example in Resource 2.  Ask all participants to come up to the board, bringing their notes with them.  Issue whiteboard markers – different colours to the participants and ask them to discuss and agree actions with deadlines for the next session.

6.  Use any remaining time appropriately.  This could be some practice film-making or further planning.

Make notes on flipchart paper of the main ideas and plans, also note any issues or questions you have.

2. Feedback to the whole group on the main points of your plan.  Invite other groups to make suggestions and give constructive feedback on the ideas you have developed.
