Outline of France’s piloting

France’s piloting of Delfi resources focused on the following item: Photo-film and Health  and care.  

In the testing of the material from our scottish partner :  “Photo Film” , we have involved a group of ten persons, men and women, from different nations but all were between A1 & B1  according to the CEFR scales. This piloting has been carried out during three months, within a group that had already started its training three months ago. The purpose of this course was to implement a qualitative investigation to see if it was possible to use a method based on photo film making to improve the learning of a second language.

The learners had to acquire both technical (to take the pictures) and linguistic  skills (to comment the pictures). They also appreciated thes two sides of  the method.

The film had  a main topic “Me and my city” and was divided in ten sequences (one by person) were the persons present one particular aspect of their town that was important for them with the photographs they take.  Then, each person recorded  a small text to comment the pictures and express their feeling.

They appreciated to make a “reporter’s job”, to make investigation in their city and, according to their CEFR level, to win the challenge of recording themselves in a second language and to make proudly a public projection of their work.

In our testing of the material from our italian partners “Health & care”, we have involved a group of 16 persons, men and women, from different nations but all were between A1 & B1  according to the CEFR scales. This piloting has been carried out during two months months.

Learners improved their listening and speaking skills (with the dialogs), learned more about the french health system (we had to adapt this content to our local context). The learners have appreciated to have french courses based on their everyday life important needs and to work with real documents
