	Topic: 
	Downloading Photos 

	Level:
	Basic User A1 and A2

	Aim(s):
	To demonstrate & practice how to download photos from a digital camera to a laptop;

To practise describing clothes & colours using the present continuous tense.



	Skill(s):
	Speaking, listening reading & writing

	Approximate Timing:
	2 – 3 hours

	Materials / preparation: 
	Photocopy the 5 worksheets, one for each learner.

Organise a digital camera, one for each group of 3 learners.

Have 3 laptops set up ready for downloading photographs.

Insert photos from unit 1 onto worksheets 3 & 4.


Teacher’s instructions:


1.
Check answers together on the word-search from unit 1.  Drill the vocabulary.  Hand out worksheet 1 & put learners into pairs.  Instruct each pair to complete exercise 1.  Learners compare answers then feedback to class.  

2. Put learners into groups of 3 & give each group a camera.  Direct them to the instruction in exercise 2 & elicit ‘where is the lens?’  Write ‘where is the ……?’ on the board & drill.  Each learner takes it in turns to ask each other where the different parts of the camera are.  Complete exercise 3 & check with partner.

3. Brainstorm ‘colours’.  Drill.  Hand out worksheet 2.  Learners label the colours in pairs & check answers round the class.  Elicit clothes vocabulary using what you & they are wearing.  Drill.  Learners complete exercise 2.  Check answers & spelling.  Encourage them to draw 2 more items of clothing in the empty boxes & label them.  Show each other what they have drawn.  Check.  

4. Demonstrate exercise 3 by eliciting descriptions of the clothes you are wearing.  In pairs, learners describe their clothes to their partner.  Monitor round the class.

5. Hand out worksheet 3, elicit descriptions & ‘wearing’.  Exercise 1, teacher reads out example ‘a’, learners write the sentence in the correct order.  In pairs, write examples b & c. Check around the class.  Revise ‘present continuous’ tense.  Elicit sentences using photos B & C.  Put learners into pairs to continue practising with ‘I am, she is, we are, they are’.  Monitor.  Hand out worksheet 4 for homework.

6. Put learners into groups of 3 or 4 & give each group a camera. Tell them they are going to take photos of each other around Inverness.  Go with one of the groups & set a time to come back.  Remind learners about the competition, ‘what Inverness means to me’.
7. As in unit 1, demonstrate downloading photos onto the computer from camera 1 & talk through the instructions (DON’T CUT but COPY!).   Hand out worksheet 5 & tell learners to read exercise 1.  Instruct learners to put it in order as you demonstrate.  Go through the first 7 instructions.  Check answers.  Demonstrate the next 9 instructions & tell learners to choose the correct word in each line in exercise 2.  Check answers.  

8. In groups of 3, learners take it in turns to practise downloading their pictures onto the laptops set up, referring to notes from weeks 1 & 2.  Monitor & help where required.

Ask learners if they have any questions regarding the writing competition.
