	Topic: 
	Taking photographs 

	Level:
	Basic User A1 and A2

	Aim(s):
	To continue practising using a digital camera;

To improve downloading skills;

To practise the present continuous tense with prepositions



	Skill(s):
	Speaking, listening, reading & writing

	Approximate Timing:
	2 – 3 hours

	Materials / preparation: 
	Photocopy the 4 worksheets, one for each learner.

Organise a digital camera, one for each group of 3 learners.

Have 3 laptops set up, ready for downloading photographs.

Insert photos from unit 2 onto worksheets 1 & 2.


Teacher’s instructions:


1. Check unit 2 homework with learners reading out their descriptions of the 2 photos.  (You may want to record this as material for the CD.)  

2. Elicit prepositions, ‘next to’ ‘between’ ‘in front of’ and ‘behind’ by asking where people are sitting in the class.  Hand out worksheet 1 & put learners into pairs.  Instruct each pair to write a preposition below each symbol on the LEFT (teach) of exercise 1.  Learners compare answers then feedback round the class.  Drill.  Fill in the gaps together for example A.  Learners write examples B, C, & D.  Check with partner.  Feedback.  Ask learners what the verb is in the exercise.  Elicit ‘standing’, spell, write it on the board.  Answer question at the bottom of worksheet 1, then practise ‘on the left’ & ‘on the right’.

3. Tell learners they mustn’t look back at worksheet 1.  In pairs, can they remember the prepositions?  Write them in exercise 1.  Check with other groups, then feedback.    Give an example of an anagram on the board with the word ‘wearing’.  Revise ‘verb’.  Tell learners that in exercise 2 there are 3 anagrams.  In pairs, learners find the verbs.  Check with other groups.  Feedback.

4. Read the example text for photo A.  Ask concept questions.  Instruct learners to write a description for photo B.  Learners read out their texts round the class.  (You may want to record this material for the CD.)   Give each learner 2 photos to write about.  Monitor. Learners read out what they have written.  Write 3 or 4 mistakes learners make on the board & correct as a class exercise.

5. Put learners into groups of 3 & give each group a camera.   Tell learners they are going to take group photos in the class.  While they are taking photos, ask them to think about the prepositions they have learnt.   Let this activity continue if everyone is enjoying it.  (Ask someone to take some photos with you & the group!)

6. Hand out worksheet 3.  Concept-check & drill the verbs in the box.  Make sure learners realise that ‘click’ is used 13 times in the instructions, then in pairs, put the verbs into the correct gaps.  Feedback.  Put learners into groups of 3 & assign a computer to each group.  Learner 1 should read the instructions to learner 2 on how to download the photos they have just taken.  Monitor & give help where needed.  Once one group has downloaded their photos onto their computer, pass the camera onto the next group so they can download the other groups’ photos (more practice) & every computer has everyone’s photos.

7. As a group, look at the photos on one of the laptops & encourage learners to describe the photos using prepositions.

8. Hand out worksheet 4, crossword, for homework.

Remind learners about the competition, ‘what Inverness means to me’.
