	To sequence photos;

To write a postcard;

To record descriptions of Inverness.



	Skill(s):

	Materials / preparation: 
	Photocopy the 3 worksheets, one for each learner

Have 3 computers set up and ready to use with all the learners’ photos in the DELFI file.

1 digital voice recorder

Insert photos into worksheets 1 & 2


Teacher’s instructions:


1. Check unit 5 crossword homework.  Spend 5 minutes talking about the competition, & hand out any photos learners asked for last week to illustrate their competition writing.

2. In groups of 3, allocate 1 laptop per group.  Learners put all the photos taken so far, into 3 folders (1 – Inverness scenes, 2 - people in Inverness & 3 – people in the class).  Write these headings on the board.  Have 1 (stronger) learner to operate the laptop while the others observe.  Tell them to go into the DELFI folder.  Right click & select ‘new’ ‘folder’.  Do this 3 times.  As with renaming photos, rename the 3 folders with the headings on the board.  Change learner operating laptop & drag each photo into one of the 3 folders.  Monitor.  Open each folder & check you are happy with your choices.

3. Change the learner who operates the laptop.  Open the folder entitled ‘Inverness scenes’.  The group decides on the 10 best photos & inserts numbers 1 to 10 in front of the caption.  Review prepositions & adjectives, then give each learner a turn at describing one of the photos.  Write their descriptions on the board.  When you have 10 examples, go through them as a class exercise, correcting any vocabulary & grammar.  Revise the present simple tense.

4. Write ‘postcard’ on the board.  Ask learners if they send postcards.  Hand out worksheet 1.  Ask learners if they think Wendy is on holiday.  Read the postcard & discuss the answer.  Read the questions at the bottom of the page.  Check any unknown words.  Re-read the postcard & answer the questions in pairs.  Check with other learners.  Feedback.  Give each learner a highlighter & ask them to highlight the describing words.  Ask how many they have.  (6)  Check.

5. Hand out worksheet 2.  Go round the class, learners describing the photos orally.  Now instruct them to write 3 sentences describing each photo.  Check answers.  Learners choose 1 of the photos for their postcard & write it to a friend who doesn’t know Inverness.  Monitor as they are writing.   Read back to the class.

6. Show learners a digital voice recorder.  Show them the ‘record’ & ‘stop’ button.  Sit everyone around one laptop & bring up the photos of Inverness.  Ease learners into using the recorder by letting them record very short, simple sentences, describing Inverness, then pass the recorder to the next learner.

7. Hand out worksheet 3 for homework.

  Remind learners about the competition ‘what Inverness means to me’.
