Unit 7 – Describing Family Photos
	Topic: 
	Describing family photos 

	Level:
	Basic User A1 and A2

	Aim(s):
	To practise talking about different family members;

To practise asking questions;

To record descriptions of group photos.


	Skill(s):
	Speaking, listening, reading & writing

	Approximate Timing:
	2 – 3 hours

	Materials / preparation: 
	Bring in some photos of yourself and your family.
Insert photos into worksheets 1, 2 & 4.
Have 1 laptop set up & 1 digital voice recorder.

Download unit 6 recording into a document file.


Teacher’s Instructions:


1. Go over unit 6 homework with learners, who check exercise 1 with a partner, then take it in turns to read out a sentence from each of their postcards.

2. Demonstrate how you would like learners to talk about their photos by handing out worksheet 1; instruct learners to write in the names in the circles as they listen to you read out the description from the key.  Check answers with their partners.  Now instruct learners to listen while you read out the descriptions for exercise 2; learners write the names in the spaces.  

3. Drill words in exercise 3 & learners write the opposites.  Check & drill.  Elicit questions about the photo ‘who is your dad?’  Revise apostrophe ‘s’.  Elicit examples of questions, ‘who is Robbie’s girlfriend?’  Learners practise asking each other questions about the photo with ‘who’.  Elicit more questions using ‘what/wearing’, ‘where’ & ‘when’, write them on the board.  Show another photo of your family & elicit more questions using the question words on the board.  
4. Hand out worksheet 2: learners talk about the 4 photos.  In pairs, complete exercise 1.  Learners read out the questions around the class.    

5. Put learners into 2 groups (not all learners will have photos, so make sure 1 or 2 with photos are in each group).  Instruct learner with photos to talk about them & encourage the others to ask questions.  Monitor.  Learners now write a description of one of their photos.  (If they don’t have any photos, hand out worksheet 4.)

6. Everyone sits around one laptop; bring up a group photo from the file ‘people in the class.’  Give the digital voice recorder to one of the learners.  One by one, each learner describes themself, where they are & what they are wearing. They record themselves then pass the voice recorder to the next person.  Do this with more photos in this file, encouraging the use of the present continuous tense & prepositions. 

7. Hand out worksheet 3, demonstrate the 1st exercise then give it for homework.  (My parents’ daughter – sister.)

Remind learners that their competition needs to be in by next week (for those who haven’t already handed it in).
