Title: 
Unit 9 – Describing Places in Photos 

	Topic: 
	Describing places in photos 

	Level:
	Basic User A1 and A2

	Aim(s):
	To practise speaking about favourite places;

To teach linking words (conjunctions);

To practise downloading recordings & captioning.



	Skill(s):
	Speaking, listening,  reading & writing

	Approximate Timing:
	2 – 3 hours

	Materials / preparation: 
	Prepare & photocopy the 3 worksheets, one for each learner.

Cut up the listening exercise (X 2).

Have 1 computer set up  & 1 digital voice recorder.

Download unit 8 recordings into a document file.


Teacher’s Instructions:


1. Check unit 8 crossword homework with partner.  Make sure learners have brought in a photo of a place they like.

2. Hand out worksheet; tell learners this is a special place for you.  Look at the photo & discuss.  Learners read concept question in exercise 1.  Teacher reads the whole passage & learners answer concept question & discuss.  Learners read questions in exercise 2 & you re-read the passage.  Learners write short answers.  Check with partners & feedback.  Read question at the bottom of exercise 2, elicit ‘because’.  Learners practise saying sentences using ‘because’ for the 4 questions c, d, h & i.  

3. Put learners into 2 groups, give cut-up text to each group (first half only).  Ask them to put it in order.  Read it out to check their answers.  Do the same for the second part of the text.  Give each group a set of linking words; 6 for the first text & 4 for the second.  In groups, put the words where you think they should go.  Learners read out their answers.  (If you have enough time, have a look at the highlighted words, adverbs of frequency, & discuss.)

4. Collect in the cut-up text & hand out worksheet 2, check any unknown vocabulary.  Fill in the spaces in the text in exercise 1 then check with your partner.   Learners read out answers, then check.  Complete exercise 2 in pairs & discuss.    Put learners into groups of 3 & tell them to describe their photo to the rest of the group using linking words; monitor.  

5. Open the folder ‘people in Inverness’ on the laptop.  Recap the linking words & write them on the board.  Learners record descriptions of the photos taken of each other in Inverness, using linking words & passing the DVR round the class.

6. Demonstrate how the DVR opens to reveal the USB plug.  Choose 1 (stronger) learner to operate the laptop & the others give instructions to download the recordings, (tell them it is nearly the same as downloading photos).  Encourage learners to decide step by step then save them in the document file with all the previous recordings.  Hand out worksheet 3, (DVR & USB plugs) & recap.  Repeat procedure if necessary. 

7. Change learner, listen to each recording & encourage learners to suggest a caption for each recording.  Learners give instructions on how to rename each recording.  (Include the name of the person speaking in the title!)
