Teacher’s Instructions

1. Tell your learners they are going to put on a photo exhibition. Have a short discussion about exhibitions they have attended. Then explain the following procedure. 

2. Using a photocopier, learners will enlarge and copy their photographs in black & white, on sheets of tracing paper. They should aim to get a highly contrasted black and white photograph, printed on the tracing paper. Now put a coloured piece of paper underneath.

3. You can now exhibit your learners’ photos around the classroom or elsewhere.
